Several of the families have begun 
attending church regularly and are getting 
involved in the ministries of Fairfield West.
The opportunities to aid these struggling fami-

lies continue to present themselves. The 
church, in cooperation with Butler County 
Success, CHACO Credit Union, Fairfield Fire 
Department, and other local churches are 
establishing the Fairfield Re-Store which will 
provide clothing, free of charge, to needy 
families. They are also in the process of work-
ing with Mercy Health Systems and a coali-
tion of physicians to offer health care at a 
reduced rate to those families below the fed-
eral poverty guidelines.
This spring, Fairfield West Baptist Church 

received the “2010 Butler County Outstand-
ing Child Advocate Award”. The church was 
deeply honored to be given such recognition, 
and they know that the program’s success is 
a result of tremendous cooperation by many 
organizations including the county, the 
schools, the fire department, Shared Harvest 
Food Bank, MANNA Worldwide as well as 
other churches. But Power Packs’ greatest 
success can be seen in the children.
