Conditional Use Grant Update — The Asian Center — 5353 Dixie Highway

for another six months taking it to the first meeting in May, 2015. Scott Lepsky, seconded by Bill
Woeste, made a motion to extend the approval an additional 6 months.

Tim Bachman reported the legislation was approved by City Council and will take effect on
November 27, 2014.

Mark Morris reported the school board is considering building the new freshman and elementary
schools near the high school.

Mr. Myron stated the Parks Board will be meeting with City Council on December 8" in regard to
the Comprehensive Parks and Recreation Master Plan Update that the Eppley Institute for Parks and
Public Lands/Indiana University team has prepared.
