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City of Fairfield Encouraging Social Distancing in Parks
In an effort to support and to comply with public health directives from Governor DeWine and the Ohio Department of Health, the City of Fairfield has closed the Fairfield Greens golf courses, playgrounds, park restrooms, and the Furfield Dog Park. Today, Fairfield is joining Miamisburg, Kettering, Dayton, and Springfield in either closing basketball courts by locking gates or removing rims. 

“The City has received numerous calls for service regarding our basketball courts this week. This is not unique to Fairfield,” said Police Major Greg Valandingham. “We want to work with our residents to ensure that they are safe and healthy.” In his address on March 26, 2020, Governor DeWine referenced his call with two mayors who had removed basketball rims in their city parks. This is a strategy that cities across the country are implementing in support of social distancing efforts. 
Tiphanie Howard, Fairfield Parks & Recreation Director, explained “Our local parks, trails, and open spaces are places where people find peace and restoration. During this time of uncertainty, these places are needed now more than ever. Our City’s park and recreation professionals are working hard to maintain these spaces and keep them safe, accessible and benefiting our communities during these challenging times. We all need to do our part to use them in a way that respects each other and public health guidance.” 
The City of Fairfield (pop. 42,613 residents) maintains 41 parks and recreation facilities totaling 845 manicured acres (over 1,100 in total), including; an 18-hole championship golf course, a 9-hole executive golf course, a Community Theater and Arts Center, a 7-acre dog park and trail head expansion, an aquatic center, an 1817 farm mansion, a 45-acre lake, 75 acres of nature preserve, 14 miles of bike/hike paths and two historical cemeteries. During the year, the Parks and Recreation staff conducts hundreds of special programs and events, enhancing the quality of life experiences for thousands of residents and visitors.
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Fairfield covers 21 square miles in Southwest Ohio just north of Cincinnati with 42,613 residents and more than 1,200 corporate, retail, service and light industrial establishments. For more information, visit
