Fairfield Parks and Recreation offering free trees to homeowners 
through the Arbor Day Foundation’s Energy Savings Tree Program
Pickup date postponed to October

[bookmark: _Hlk335396]Fairfield, OH — Fairfield Parks and Recreation is providing fifty-two free trees to homeowners through a partnership with Duke Energy, Taking Root, and Arbor Day Foundation’s Energy Saving Tree program, a program that helps clean the air and water, reduce stormwater runoff, sequester carbon and lower energy usage through strategic tree planting. 

Natural tree cover is lost as cities and towns continue to grow. But trees reduce the amount of sediment, pollutants and organic matter that drain into streams, improving local water quality. One of the many challenges of urbanization is an increase in flooding and deteriorating drinking water supply.   

Residents can reserve their free trees at www.arborday.org/takingroot. Customers can reserve up to two trees and are expected to care for and plant them in the location provided by the online tool. The types of trees offered include the following: Quercus bicolor, Acer r. 'Brandywine,' Cercis c. 'The Rising Sun,' Cercis c. 'Forest Pansy,' Syringa r. 'Ivory Silk,' Ulmus p. 'Allee,' and Amelanchier Canadensis.

The pickup date was originally scheduled for Saturday, April 11 at the Nature Center at Joyce Park, 25 Joe Nuxhall Way, Fairfield Ohio 45014. Because of the fluid nature of the Governor’s and CDC recommendations regarding COVID-19 (Coronavirus), we are postponing pickup to date in October. Once a specific date has been scheduled, all registered participants will be notified.
